Decide if we want to/will have a local area classmate contact the parent’s club and participate in any “send-off” events prior to the potential midshipman heading for Annapolis. · 4/C I-Day Welcome Aboard Picnic (1030-1230, July 1, 2010)
Induction Day Welcome Aboard Picnic for Parents and families of plebes.  Location for the last few years has been on the corner of Worden Field across from Alumni Hall check in point.   I Day for the Class of 2014 will be held on July 1st. Our Class (classmates and spouses or guests) will attend the picnic, share stories of our I Day, and offer support and fellowship to the families of the new midshipmen just arriving.  This event provides a wonderful opportunity for classmates to get to know family members of the incoming class.  A banner (provided by the AA and given as a gift to our Class) and separate table is set aside to present our group; we will be introduced by AA CEO.  Our Class participation/sponsorship will be highlighted on the AA website and in Trident.  We will staff our table with classmates and spouses/friends to mingle with the parents.  Our goal is to ensure the parents that ’64 will be with their mids offering support and advice throughout their four years at the Academy.   We will have a classmate speak for about 5 minutes introducing the ALITC Program to the parents as part of the picnic ceremony.
